this year to promoting cruising’s sustainable growth in
the Med and its adjoining seas.
Kristijan Pavic was named as MedCruise President on
February 15, 2016. Pavic, who had been acting as
senior vice president of the association since 2014,
represents the Dubrovnik Port Authority.
Following his nomination the new president said, I am
honoured to assume the presidency of this vibrant
Association and look forward to working with our
devoted family of more than 100 cruise ports and 34

associates in order to continue the same successful and
beneficial results.’
The announcement of the new presidency followed the
decision of the outgoing president Carla Salvado to
leave her position at port of Barcelona, the port she
represented at the Association’s Board of Directors. As
Salvado moved to work for another MedCruise
member, she continues her work for the Association
under her capacity as Honorary President.
The new president’s first public was at Seatrade Cruise
Global in Ft Lauderdale in March where he presented
the MedCruise Statistics 2016 report. The gathered
attendees heard a total of 27.4m cruise passenger
movements were recorded in MedCruise member ports
in 2015, representing a 6.2% increase compared to
2014 when the number stood at 25.8m. In terms of
cruise ship calls, the Med and its adjoining seas
recorded 13,194 in 2015, down 4% compared to last
year, informed Pavic.

A landmark 2016 for MedCruise
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Regarding distribution of calls, the West Med
accounted for 72% of all passenger visits, followed by
16% in Eastern Med, 11% in the Adriatic and 1% in
the Black Sea.
Speaking with a united voice, European cruise port
associations released a Code of Practice for Cruise
and Ferry Ports on June 1st, under the umbrella of the
European Sea Ports Organisation (ESPO).
The five sections of the European Code are devoted to
discussion of: competition and cooperation between
ports; the importance of infrastructure developments;
security of cruise operations; the improvement of the
relations of ports and the hosting cities and
destinations; the structuring of relationships between
ports and cruise and ferry lines and their associations. 
Earlier in May, MedCruise had the honour to address
the 2nd edition of the European Inter-Parliamentary
Conference on Tourism that took place in Athens on
15-17th of the month advocating the importance of
initiatives to advance maritime tourism growth in
Europe in general and in the Med and its adjoining
seas in particular.
In a key note speech delivered during the opening
session, MedCruise emphasised the importance of
cruise growth for the Med ports and destinations, as
well as broader contribution to local - frequently

peripheral - economies.
Following an invitation by the European Commission,
MedCruise placed cruise ports at the centre of
European discussions on “Maritime Skills and Careers
in the Blue Economy”.
MedCruise also continues to advance its partnership
with cruise lines and other stakeholders in addressing
any skill gaps and related challenges for the cruise
sector – with the key of these efforts being the
MedCruise professional development programme and
the Travel Agent Programme that is developed in
partnership with CLIA Europe.
The strategic partnership created a French Travel
Agent learning platform that aims to engage, educate
and certify the travel agent community and support the
growth of the cruise industry, while promoting all
MedCruise members in a balanced way.
Creating a Cruising the Med culture in Asia
MedCruise promoted the Mediterranean and its
adjoining seas as a must-visit destination for Asian
passengers during Seatrade Cruise Asia 2016 event
which took place in Busan, Korea in May.
President Kristijan Pavic joined the Travel Agents
Training programme as a speaker and educator,
helping agents in Asia to better understand the cruise
industry in the Med. 
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Pavic explained there is nowhere else on earth where
one can cruise to so many different countries within a
short period of time and sample as many flavours,
cultures and retrace the footsteps of history as one can
in the Med and its adjoining seas.
All delegates received the latest MedCruise Yearbook,
Statistics Report, as well as a specially designed
MedCruise newsletter in Korean language. 
The Korea visit was part of a pioneering MedCruise
project that commenced in 2014 and promotes the
attractiveness of its members in the Far East in a
strategy aiming to transform Asia into a key passenger
source market for cruises in the Med. Earlier this year
MedCruise participated at COTTM and CETCOM
events in Beijing, China and launched a Chinese-
language website www.medcruise.cn circulating news
about MedCruise ports to consumers.
In an attempt to find out even more about the Chinese
market, MedCruise circulated a survey at COTTM
specially designed for Chinese people, thereby
endeavoring to make the most out of its presence in
Beijing.

Plenary sessions focused on
the prospects of cruising in the Black Sea and ways to
unlock cruise potential in the Med.
In line with the MedCruise tradition, all port and
associate members had also a first class opportunity to
enjoy three sessions of B2B meetings with cruise line
executives and international press representatives.
A special moment of the event was the gathering of all
past MedCruise presidents, in celebrating the 20 years
milestone, discussing the evolution of the Association
and the ways forward.

Alanya is one of the most charming
holiday resorts on the Turkish Riviera,
boasting a magnificent historical heritage
and excellent tourist attractions. 
Verdant tree laden mountains and fertile
plains, sandy beaches, idyllic coves,
canyons, rivers, waterfalls, forests and
caves create a fascinating landscape. 
For nine months of the year the climate is
sunny and warm with average sea
temperatures of 22°C.
The city dates back to the fourth century
B.C. and reached its most glorious
historical peak under the Seljuks when, in
1220, Sultan Alaeddin Keykubat made
this former pirate hideout his winter
residence and a naval base for the
empire. A 13th Century fortress still
crowns the headland while the octagonal
Red Tower and the ancient shipyard

dominate the harbour.
The picturesque bazaar, which is closed to
traffic, is a paradise of handicraft shops. 
The restaurants on the waterfront
promenade, together with cafes, bars, clubs
and tavernas in the harbour district ensure a
very colourful and vibrant nightlife.

The port of Alicante is situated
geographically at 0º 30’ W longitude and
38º 20’ N latitude, in the Valencian region.
It can be reached via an overnight sea
passage from Barcelona (228 miles),
Malaga (247 miles) and the Balearic
Islands (166 miles). Alicante is the natural
port gateway of Madrid. Recently, a high-
speed train line has been launched. It
connects Madrid to Alicante in 2 hours, with
more than 18 high-speed services a day.
The port of Alicante is a good example of
urban planning and integration. The city is
open to the port and the latter is closely
associated with the city.
Only a few minutes after disembarking, the
passenger can wander into the shopping
area, visit numerous museums, go to the
beach, or discover the heart of the city. 
The Port of Alicante has two passenger
terminals, providing over 1,800mtr of

berthing, of which more than 700mtr are
exclusively for cruise ships. Any cruise line
choosing Alicante for homeporting their
ships gets priority berthing alongside the
passenger terminal. 
The passenger terminal has been upgraded
to incorporate latest security requirements
and provide comfort and speedy access.
The terminal has a finger pier allowing easy
access to the ships. Infrastructural
improvements to the pier area include
paving of an esplanade (of more than
1,500sq mtr) to house all the necessary
services for the ships’ operators, passengers
and crew.
The Castle of Santa Barbara is one of the
largest mediaeval fortresses in Spain and is
located in the centre of Alicante. This major
landmark stands on the top of Mount
Benacantil, which offers fabulous views of
the city.

The port of Ancona is located in a
strategic position. Ancona is the capital
of Marche region, a territory rich in
history, and extremely various:
mountains, hills, and beaches are
concentrated in a relatively small
territory characterised by a culture made
of quality of life, respect for the
environment, beauty and solid
entrepreneurship tradition. The town
welcomes the cruise passengers with its
historical centre just few steps away from
the cruise terminal. 
Ancona was founded in the 4th Century
BC and the heritage of the Greek, Roman
and Byzantine civilizations can be found
from the port, with the wonderful
architecture of the Trajan arch in the Old

port area. The cathedral of the XI century,
the church of St. Maria and the Lazzaretto
of the Vanvitelli in port represent other
expressions of the cultural heritage of the
town, while the archaeological museum
and the recently reopened art gallery are
relevant tourist attractions.

The new entity now represents
three different ports with a total area of
750,000sq mtr and diverse flows in terms
of passengers and freight, in order to
differentiate it according to the market
demand. The purpose is to be competitive
in the shipping market, through a
synergistic modular port system. 
Bari, the main port situated on the Adriatic Sea
and the capital of the region of Apulia, is one
of the most economically active cities in
southern Italy. 
The multi-functional cruise terminal, which is
situated right beside Bari's historic centre,
extends over 3,500sq mtr and includes a
check-in area to cater for more than one
ship at a time and a check-in for ferries to
Greece. Bari provides a safe and sheltered
harbour that can simultaneously
accommodate multiple ships.

The region offers a wide range of tours. The
most popular excursions from Bari are:

The Port of Brindisi is the gate to the marvelous
and 'undiscovered corner of Italy': the land of
Salento Puglia. This sun-drenched heel of the
Italian boot is a culinary paradise, a territory rich
in history, culture, tradition and one of Italy's most
important wine-growing regions. 
Brindisi is a truly hidden gem, a very old town
which was the theater for many historical events
and different civilizations. 
The civil, artistic and religious heritage of Brindisi
is to be found in the many archaeological sites
and monuments: the Red Castle, the Swabian
Castle, the 1743 Baroque Cathedral. Close to
the Cathedral are the remains of the Temple, an
oriental portico with striped pointed arches, the
headquarters of the Templars. There is another
building built by the Templars; the round church
of San Giovanni al Sepolcro (11th century) with
sculptures of dancers and lions on the portal.

Burgas is the fourth largest city in Bulgaria,
situated on the Black Sea coast. It has an
International Airport, Maritime Station,
Railway Station and Bus Stations. The rich
historical heritage, natural and cultural sights
and attractions make it a preferred destination
for tourism. 
East of the city is the Black Sea, and to the west
are three lakes which are protected natural areas.
Within the city is located one of the oldest hot
mineral springs and south of the city is Strandja
Mountain.

Burgas port is the first Bulgarian port, also the
largest contemporary port, and the
modernisation is a continuous process. It has a
Passenger Terminal. The 10mtr berth depth
allows the largest ships sailing in the Black Sea
to call. Currently being renovated is a hundred-
year-old indoor port warehouse ‘Magazia 1’
with a unique riveted under-roof construction
type ‘Eiffel’. There will be a second passenger
terminal built with a shopping centre,
restaurants and places for cultural events.
Furthermore, the surrounding area has a new
transport scheme, parking lots, bike lanes,
recreation and green spaces. The complex is
complemented by one of the most
contemporary coastal management maritime
centres. The Expo Center, now being built is
due to hold the MedCruise General Assembly
in 2020.

Situated in the centre of the Gulf of Angels,
the Sardinian port of Cagliari is an ancient
town located 11 miles from the Gibraltar-
Suez navigational line. Its Phoenician name
Karalis means 'great town' or literally 'town
of God'.
Tourist attractions include the Ancient
Arsenal converted into the Citadel Museum
that now houses the National Archaeology
Museum, and the National Gallery where
the Retabi antiquities are kept. The ancient
amphitheatre is largely intact. It is built into
the hillside and is used today for musical and
theatre performances. Close by is
Molentargius lagoon, where hundreds of
flamingoes wade and tinge the sky with a
rosy hue. Poetto beach, Cagliarians'
preferred destination, extends for 8km and
the coast beyond has many small sandy
beaches.

The port of Cartagena boasts more than 3,000
years of history due to the various cultures and
civilizations that have occupied the city. Currently
the port offers a 650mtr long and 12.5mtr deep
cruise quay, enabling any size cruise to berth, with
a 4,500sq mtr area for buses, taxis, information
point and passenger terminal. In 2017 the quay will
offer an additional 150mtr. The terminal is located
next to the yacht club and just 200mtr from the city
centre, where visitors may find bars, cafes,
restaurants, shops, and more.

Alexandria port is the main port in the
Arab Republic of Egypt, dating back to
1900BC when the Pharoahs established a
port west of Pharoon and Pharous Islands.
The port is located at the western end of the
river Nile Delta in the Mediterranean Sea. It
is considered the second most important city
in Egypt and its main port. Moreover, three
quarters of the country’s foreign trade pass
through it. The new passenger terminal has
been built in Alexandria which offers all
services required for tourists and passengers.
Port Said port was constructed with the
digging of the Suez Canal in 1869. It is
located in the Suez Canal at its northern
entrance on the Mediterranean Sea. Vessels
up to 12.8mtr draft can pass through the port
entrance. Due to its unique location, Port Said
is a main transit port of call with around 470
passenger ship calls a year.
The port of Sharm El Sheikh is located
approximately 360km from Suez and 490km

from Cairo, at the head of the triangle of the
Sinai peninsula. The port is mainly a tourism,
yachting and diving centre, and is also a
base from which to visit the holy and ancient
monastery of Saint Catherine’s at Mt. Sinai.
Suez port is ideal for the transit of
passengers, general cargo vessels, consumer
goods and crops. Long ago it was considered
the main port for pilgrims to the Holy House
(kaaba). It plays an essential role in the
exchange of cargo and foreign trade
between East Africa, South-East Asia and
Eastern Arabia.
Hurghada port is located on the western
coast of the Red Sea near the Gulf of Suez
entrance and 370km south Suez. The
significant role of Hurghada port is a result of
its distinctive location and the service it
provides for international tourism and yacht
tourism in Red Sea area as well as serving
cruise vessels and shipping lines transporting
tourists and passengers.

Stazioni Marittime S.p.A. was set up in 1987
to take care of the planning, construction and
management of all passenger terminals in the
Port of Genoa under the terms of a Port
Authority concession until 2040. The port has
290,000sq mtr in area, including 3,000mtr
of quays and 12 moorings besides the Cruise
Terminal and Ferry Terminal. The Company
manages five Passenger Terminals.
Ponte dei Mille Cruise Terminal is spread
over three floors covering a total floor area
of 16,335sq mtr (13,335 inside and 3,000
embarkation terrace). The two berths (295
and 345mtr in length) can accommodate
two of the latest generation cruise ships.
Ponte Andrea Doria Cruise Terminal has two
berths of 310mtr in length. Embarking and
disembarking flows are split into two floors
covering a total surface of 9,400sq mtr.

mobile gangways.

The Port Authority of Gioia Tauro exercises
its jurisdiction over ports Crotone and
Corigliano Calabro. 
The port of Crotone (Port of Magna
Greece) dominates the central part of the
Ionian coast of Calabria. It consists in two
adjacent basins (Old Port and New Port)
that are not connected with each other.
The port settlement is deeply connected to
the urban structure of the city where
developments is particularly influenced by
the former. As early as the eighth century
BC – the year of foundation of Crotone –
the Greek colonists established, through
the centrality of the port trade exchanges
with all the Hellinic peninsula. 
The port of Corigliano Calabro (Port of

Northern Calabria) is located on the high
Ionic of Calabria, at the center of the
homonymous gulf the is part of the wider
Gulf of Taranto. It served industrial,
commercial and touristic functions. This
infrastructure is strategic, given the position
that makes it attractive even to cruise ships
and pleasure craft traffic. 
The terrain is characterised by thick woods
of chestnuts, beeches, holm oaks and white
firs plus olives and vine cultivations,
centuries-old torrents and over-hanging
coastal cliffs covered by ferns, strawberry
trees, myrtles, oleander and cactus
pears. Another characteristc is the area of
the Tyrrhenian coast, with terraces built on
the hills overhanging the sea.

Port of Huelva: Port of Christopher Columbus…Port of
Discovery
In the west coast of Andalusia, next to the Strait of
Gibraltar, the Port of Huelva is located at the most
important crossroads of the North-South and East-
West maritime routes which means the opportunity for
being visited by cruise ships whose routes are through
the South Mediterranean, North Africa and North
Europe-Canary Islands as well as seasonal change
between the Caribbean and Europe. The Port of
Huelva is situated less than one hour to the
monumental city of Seville and the Portuguese
Algarve.
Huelva is one of the most natural province in Spain,
with protected areas of ecological value - Reserves
of Biosphere- as Doñana National Park and Odiel
Marshes Natural Reserve, both known for the visit of
numerous migratory birds.
The province has a thousand-year history heritage
result of the passing of civilizations such as the
Tartesians, Phoenicians, Romans and Moors.
Furthermore, is worth mentioning the legacy left by
the British Rio Tinto Company, who exploited the
copper mines in the last century and brought to
Spain for the first time sports as football, tennis and

golf. In Rio Tinto, visitors can enjoy the Corta
Atalaya mine –biggest open air mine in Europe- the
Mining Museum and a train travel around the mining
area.  
The most remarkable event in the history of the city
took place in 1492 when three caravels under the
command of Christopher Columbus, accompanied by
local sailors, departed from the Port to discover the
called New World. This point of departure in addition
to the Columbus Monument, the Franciscan
Monastery of La Rábida and the very famous
Caravels Dock –where replicates of the caravels can
be visited- are adjoining the Port area and very easy
to access.
In order to give the best service to cruise ships, the
Huelva Cruise Network group has been created. It is
a work group formed by local authorities, public and
private companies oriented  to develop Huelva, its
province and the Port as cruise destination and be
able to provide the best response that cruise industry
demands. Besides, a specific Label for Shops,
Restaurants and Bars, VivaHuelva Cruises, has been
developed.

The modern day history of our port begins in
1939, shortly after the city of Igoumenitsa was
declared capital of Thesprotia Prefecture. The first
regular ferry services were established here in the
1950s’, linking Greece’s northwest mainland to
Corfu and Paxoi islands. In the 1960s’ the historic
Hellenic Mediterranean Lines inaugurated
regular ferry services to Italy and a pier was
constructed in what today is the “Old Port”. In
2001, our Port Authority was incorporated and
restructured to meet modern international
standards. Currently, about 3 million passengers,
650,000 private cars and 250,000 trucks travel
through our port each year.
The recently completed Phase B’ of our
development projects greatly increases our port’s
capabilities, particularly with regard to passenger
shipping services, and this encourages us to have
an optimistic view of the future. Among our
highest priorities is to become an important
Mediterranean cruise port. Certainly, the bulk of
our year round business will continue to be ferries

and cargo, but we have designed our New Port
in such a way so as to be able to operate diverse
activities without disruptions between them. This is
why we have allocated the docking area closest
to the city centre and one of our new terminals for
serving cruise calls, keeping ferry and cargo
activities well separated. When it comes to
cruising, our philosophy is based on flexibility and
a willingness to customise to each different brand
by working closely with operators to achieve their
fullest possible satisfaction. Among the many
highlights that are accessible from Igoumenitsa on
full and half day tours are the UNESCO World
Heritage Site of Meteora, the fascinating lakeside
city of Ioannina, the rare Byzantine treasures of
Arta, Octavian’s city of Nicopolis, the charming
seaside towns of Syvota, Parga and Preveza and
the amazing eagle nest villages of Zagori.

On May 16, 2013, Dogus Group1 placed
the highest offer for the privatization of
Istanbul Port (Salipazari Cruise Port), with a
$702 million bid, winning the right to
operate the port area for 30 years. In
partnership with BLG Capital the real estate
private equity arm of Bilgili Group2, Dogus
Group established Salipazari Port
Management and Investments Inc. 
Istanbul Port is the only operating cruise port in
Istanbul. The company physically took over the
port area on the 24th of February 2014 and
immediately renovated the terminal building,
updated or renewed the port’s equipment. 
The company will regenerate the waterfront
into hospitality and recreational open spaces
with hotel, offices, gardens and squares in
harmony with the Karaköy and Cihangir
districts. The current pier length is 1,115mtr
and the width of the berth will extend to
10mtr towards the sea. A brand new

20,000sq mtr passenger terminal is also part
of the redevelopment project.
Istanbul Port gives services such as 24/7
security, K9, shelter, mooring, fresh water
services, luggage handling, stevedoring and
oil boom.
Istanbul is a unique city where the East
meets the West and which remains true to its
historic heritage through its mosques,
basilicas and bazaars. According to the
Turkish Ministry of Culture and Tourism’s
data, Istanbul welcomed 12.4 million tourists
in 2015.

The port of ancient Neapolis, as Kavala was
named at the time, was founded by the
Thassians in the end of the 7th century B.C.
Paul the Apostle (Acts 16, the Bible) first set
foot in Europe in the city of Kavala.  During
Byzantine times, but also in the 16th and 17th
century, the port of Kavala had the
administrative and tax control of the
neighbouring mining area, and served as an
export node for local products (wheat, cotton,
wood, etc). The 18th century was a period of
special acme for the city and its port, when
among other things also the first consular
authorities of France and Venice were
established.
This entire journey into history is still reflected in
the monuments of the city and its wider region.
But is not just that. The city and its region
provide a large number of destinations for
shore excursions 12 months a year, covering a
wide range of themes, among which:

History (Ancient Theatre & Basilicas of Filippi,
Byzantine Castle Acropolis of Kavala, Imaret,
Medieval Aquaduct, Archeological museum,
etc.)
Religion (in the steps of Apostle Paul, St. Lydia
Baptistery, Panagia Ikosifinissas Monastery,
etc.)
Nature (Nestos river delta – Natura 2000,
Alistrati Cave, Keramoti sand peninsula,
Paggaio mountain, Symvolo mountain, etc.)

The Port of Kotor is situated in the Boka Kotorska
bay, a stunningly scenic bay in Montenegro at
the foot of the hills Pestingrad and Vrmac. The
Bay of Kotor, the southernmost and only fjord in
the Mediterranean, has a wealth of cultural and
historical heritage. 
Lovcen, a mountain and national park in
southwestern Montenegro rises from the borders
of the Adriatic basin closing the long and
twisting Bay of Kotor and offers fabulous views
over the town of Kotor.
Passengers are docked directly on the harbour.
From here, one can walk into the old town of
Kotor, situated 100mtr away.
The port has a new Montenegro Shorex Open
Double Deck Bus. New modern terminal facilities
opened in July.
A pilot project has been designed and proposed
for berthing of new generation of cruise ships
over 300mtr LOA with two mooring buoys 300
SWL (safe working load).
Undoubtedly, one of the best ways for cruise
passengers to spend their time at Kotor Port is to
explore the medieval walled city of Kotor, a

UNESCO World Heritage Site. The old town has
some of the most well preserved monuments of
medieval architecture in the Mediterranean.
Some of these include Cathedral of Saint
Tryphon (Romanesque church built in 1166),
Church of St. Luke (Romanic church that was built
between 1195 and the mid 17th century), Drago
Palace (with Gothic windows from the 15th
century); Pima Palace (typical 16th century
palace built in the Renaissance and Baroque
styles); Grgur Palace (an 18th century palace
that houses the Maritime Museum) and the
Ancient City walls, stretching 4.5km long, 2-
16mtr thick, and 20mtr high. Building started in
the Illyrian period and continued on till the 18th
century.
The old town is also the site of many festivals,
masquerades, and carnivals. These include the
Sveti Tripun Festival, Kotor carnival, Camellia’s
days, Fasinada, Summer Carnival, and Bokeljska
Noc.
Kotor is an ideal cruise port destination for
peaceful and quiet holidays where visitors can
relax and enjoy a rich cultural offering.

Port Akdeniz has three
piers totaling 510mtr in length and a 1,830sq mtr
passenger terminal at the service of cruise passengers.
Port Akdeniz served 13,842 passengers in 2009 and
thanks to the promotion of the port as a turn-around
this number increased by over 1100% and Port
Akdeniz welcomed over 167 thousand passengers in
2015.

Livorno Port for Tuscany – is mainly a destination
port but partial turn-around calls are increasing
constantly.

The Strait of Messina surrounds a natural
inlet, with the port located in the heart of
the city centre.

Monaco's harbour - called Port Hercule
and located in the heart of the city - offers
new facilities on a 352mtr long uniquely-
designed semi-floating breakwater. The
breakwater provides berthing for cruise
ships with a maximum length of 300mtr
(68,000gt) or two 150mtr long, and a
third cruise ship on the offshore side when
the weather is fine. This floating pier also
contains a passenger terminal and 300
parking spaces on four levels.

Portoferraio is the capital of Elba Island, the
largest island in the Tuscan archipelago and its
port (‘the safest port in the world’ as Admiral
Nelson once said) lies within the town itself. 
The Deep Water quay, where the majority of
cruise ships tie up, is but a stone's throw from
the historic centre. Thus the passenger,
disembarking on foot, finds himself inside the
Medicean town, between fashionable shops
and small restaurants, not far from places
redolent of Napoleonic memories.

Located in North West Italy, near the airports of
Genoa (32km), Nice-Cote d’Azur (159km) and
Milan (217km), the port of Savona is homeport of
Costa Crociere ships and it is leader in the
Mediterranean Sea for cruises.

The Port of Sibenik is one of the oldest and
best-sheltered ports on the Croatian side of the
Adriatic coast. It is located at the Krka river
estuary.
The port is naturally sheltered from wave and
wind, and is accessed through St. Anthony`s
channel (2,700mtr long and 120-300mtr
wide).
Sibenik was mentioned for the first time in
1066 and it received status as a town in 1298,
when the Diocese of Sibenik was established.
The silhouette of the city is characterised by
the Gothic Renaissance Cathedral St. James,
built in 1434 and lying just underneath the
fortress walls of the old area of Sibenik. At the
end of 2000, the cathedral and the old city
nucleus were designated UNESCO World
Heritage sites.
The cathedral and nearby renaissance town
hall, other churches, palaces and the Prince’s
Palace, presently housing the County Museum,
make up a beautiful town square of Croatian

urban heritage. The city is lively with small
streets leading to attractive squares where
modern shops sit alongside the fine
architecture of the old town.
Only 10km from Sibenik is Krka National Park.
In 2014 more than 1 million people visited the
park and Roski Waterfall. 
Tourists can visit the island of Zlarin, famous for
its coral; the island of Krapanj, famous for its
sponges; the Falcon centre, which is situated
only 8km from the centre of Sibenik; Ethno
village of Primosten Burni or Ethnoland
Dalmati.
National Park Kornati is the largest and
densest archipelago in the Adriatic Sea. A
network of countless islands and islets, the
nature and sea – makes the Kornati Islands an
attractive destination. "On the last day of the
Creation God desired to crown his work, and
thus created the Kornati Islands out of tears,
stars and breath."- wrote George Bernard
Shaw.

Although Split is often recognised as a transport hub to the
seductive nearby islands of Brač, Šolta, Hvar, Vis, Korčula
and Lastovo, as well as to the numerous fascinating
neighbouring natural and cultural heritage sites and
alluring coastal resorts, the city itself, built around the 17-
century-old palace of the Roman Emperor Diocletian, with
the clear blue waters of the Adriatic Sea in the foreground
and mountains in the background, is a charming and
invigorating place to visit. Split is becoming a major cruise
ship destination, with 261 cruise ship visits during the last
year carrying 271,445 passengers.
The pedestrianised ancient UNESCO World Heritage-
listed city core is easily accessible as the cruise port is
located in the heart of Split. Just a few minutes after the
ship’s arrival, you can relax in the restaurants and cafes on
the beautiful “Riva” waterfront where the city meets the
sea. A number of distinctive taverns and restaurants offer
local gastronomic specialities such as prosciutto, sheep
cheese, fish and stewed lamb or beef as well fine wines
from the region of Dalmatia including Prošek, a traditional
dessert wine. 
The popular Marjan Forest Park, a hill near the city centre,
boasts an amazing panoramic view of the Split peninsula
and the islands of Brač, Hvar and Šolta. The charismatic
shallow sandy Bačvice beach, where it is popular to play
“picigin” – a unique and attractive local non-competitive

ball game, is located in a bay next to the port. According
to a report by the European Environment Agency,
alongside Malta and Cyprus, Croatia has the best quality
of bathing water on its beaches in Europe. The weather is
warm and sunny for much of the year. 
Split is full of exciting museums and galleries waiting to be
explored, and so is the surrounding region. Among the
many highlights that are accessible from Split are the ruins
of Salona - the ancient Roman capital of the province of
Dalmatia, the historic Fortress of Klis, the UNESCO listed
picturesque town of Trogir, the unforgettable experience of
rafting on the magnificent Cetina River and the remarkable
Krka River National Park.
In 2014 Split Port Authority has launched new
infrastructure project ‘Port of Split Infrastructure
Rehabilitation Project’ to improve existing port infrastructure
with additional two new berths on the outer side of the City
Port breakwater.
This project has to be completed by the end of 2016, and
will significantly increase the existing capacity to accept
large cruise ships and raise the level of service, safety and
security for all passengers.

Taranto is one of the most ancient cities of Italy,
boasting 3,000 years of history and a variety of
monuments to witness its glorious past.
Its privileged geographical position and
pleasant landscape made Taranto the ideal
place for Greek exiles from Sparta to establish a
flouishing city, with great temples and a
prosperous economy. Taranto became the
capital of Magna Grecia, the cultural and
commercial centre of a civilisation envied by the
Romans. Artifacts, statues and luxurious jewels
from that era are displayed now in Taranto’s
Archaeological Museum, one of the richest of its
kind in Italy.
Just outside of the port area lies the Old Town,
with its mazes of narrow streets and its hidden
gems, such as the San Cataldo Cathedral with the
crypt from 1st century BC and the Diocesan
Museum with its collection of religious paintings
and holy relics. The 15th century Aragonese
Castle crowns the Old Town overlooking the sea
and can be visited at all times of the day, while the
near Swing Bridge connects the Old Town with the

New one. All of these attractions can be visited by
passengers arriving at Taranto port on foot.
Taranto is also the natural cradle to many
dolphins, which find the Taranto Gulf the best
place to live and give birth to their cubs. Near
Taranto there is also the WWF oasis Palude la
Vela which hosts both migratory and resident
wild fauna, such as the beautiful grey heron.

Trabzon has sheltered numerous civilisations and
has rich cultural, artistic and sporting offerings. A
trade and transport centre, the city has preserved
its unique position as the centre of the vicinity
throughout history.
Located on the historical Silk Road, Trabzon is a
natural beauty ornamented with unique charms,
an open-air museum where throughout the
centuries several civilisations left a lot behind.
