Alanya is one of the most 
charming holiday resorts on 
the Turkish Riviera, boasting a 

magnificent historical heritage and 
excellent tourist attractions. Verdant 
tree laden mountains and fertile 
plains, sandy beaches, idyllic coves, 
canyons, rivers, waterfalls, forests 
and caves create a fascinating 
landscape.
For nine months of the year the 
climate is sunny and warm with 
average sea temperatures of 22°C, 
the historic and thriving resort of 
Alanya is – in itself – an exciting 
cruise destination.
The city dates back to the fourth 
century B.C. and reached its most 
glorious historical peak under 
the Seljuks when, in 1220, Sultan 
Alaeddin Keykubat made this former 
pirate hideout his winter residence 
and a naval base for the empire. A 
13th Century fortress still crowns 
the headland while the octagonal 

Red Tower and the ancient shipyard 
dominate the harbour.
The picturesque bazaar, which is 
closed to traffic, is a paradise of 
handicraft shops. The restaurants on 
the waterfront promenade, together 
with cafes, bars, clubs and tavernas 
in the harbour district ensure a very 
colourful and vibrant nightlife.
The region is awash with 
archeological sites, many located 
in natural beauty spots. Alanya’s 
Castle, Dockyard, Red Tower were 
added to the UNESCO World 
Heritage Tentative List in 2009. All 
of these attractions can be visited 
by passengers arriving at Alanya 
Cruise port. A new marina provides 
berths for 287 yachts plus a shopping 
centre, swimming pool and leisure 
facilities. Major improvements 
are being made to the city with a 
focus on improving accessibility for 
disabled visitors.

The port network of the Central 
Adriatic Sea includes the ports of 
Pesaro, Falconara M.ma, Ancona, 

San Benedetto del Tronto, Pescara 
and Ortona, located in Marche and 
Abruzzo regions. The ports are man-
aged by the Central Adriatic Ports 
Authority and provide cruise services 
in Ancona, Pesaro and Ortona.
The three ports are the gateway 
to discover the heart of Italy and 
the best hotspots for a genuine full 
immersion in the true Italian lifestyle. 
Rich in history and extremely various, 
mountains, hills and beaches are con-
centrated in a relatively small territory 
characterized by beautiful natural 
landscapes, preservation of the envi-
ronment and cultural heritage, not to 
speak about wine and food traditions!
Just a few steps away from the 
cruise terminal, the port of Ancona 
welcomes cruise passengers with its 
historical center. The ruins of the Ro-
man port, the Trajan arch, the medi-
eval walls and the buildings designed 
by the Vanvitelli are relevant tourist 
attractions, together with the archae-

ological museum and the recently 
reopened art gallery.
The Passetto beach is a wonderful 
place to spend time at the seaside, 
surrounded by the green hills along 
the coast. Close to the town, the 
Conero Riviera and its natural park 
offer wonderful beaches and nature. 
From Ancona, the system of caves of 
Frasassi and the town of Jesi can be 
easily visited, as well as Umbria re-
gion (Assisi, Gubbio, Perugia), thanks 
to recent road improvements.
Pesaro is the birthplace of the famous 
opera composer Gioacchino Rossini 
and was included in the list of the UN-
ESCO creative cities. The city centre 
of Urbino, UNESCO World Heritage 
site, can be reached both from Pesaro 
and Ancona ports.
Rich in history, the town of Ortona 
overlooks the sea with its beautiful 
cathedral and the Aragonese Cas-
tle. Nearby, Pescara is a lively city 
for shopping and to enjoy local food 
specialties. Many other sites wait to 
be discovered!

Ashdod is just a one hour drive 
from the holy city of Jerusa-
lem, and from Bethlehem, a 35 

minute drive will get you to Tel Aviv, 
Israel’s largest city.
Ashdod residents and visitors enjoy 
a modern railway, newly built high-
ways, roads and interchanges, 
allowing easy access to and from the 
city, as well as convenient driving 
within it.
Ashdod, a 3000 year old capital city 
of the ancient Philistine Pentapolis, 
is still running high. The modern city 
of Ashdod is a polished gem waiting 
to be discovered, and welcomes its 
visitors with a variety of activities 
and attractions.
Activities and attractions In Ashdod 
include - Jonah’s Hill (Givat Yonah) 
- According to tradition Jonah’s Hill 
is where Jonah the Prophet was 
ejected onto dry land after
spending three days and nights in 
the fish’s belly. The entire city of 
Ashdod, spreading to the south 

east, is visible from Jonah’s Hill. A 
short trail leads to the remains of an 
ancient structure indicating the site 
of Prophet Jonah’s tomb, a holy site 
according to Islam.
Shopping - As a regional centre Ash-
dod malls have many kinds of shops 
with major brands, enjoying endless 
variety.
Gandi (Arches) beach - Ashdod offers 
wide, pristine beaches officially ap-
proved for swimming. The beaches 
offers convenient access, lifeguards 
and medical services as well as shad-
ed areas, equipment, restaurants and 
other conveniences and facilities.

In the middle of the Atlantic 
Ocean lie nine islands still to be 
discovered – The Azores, 930 miles 

from Lisbon and 2,422 miles from 
the eastern coast of North America. 
The Azores have a wonderful mild 
year-round climate and remain 
unspoilt from mass tourism. The 
archipelago has nine islands, of 
which Sao Miguel, known as “The 
Green Island”, is the largest and 
most populated. Ponta Delgada’s 
Cruise Terminal “Portas do Mar” – 
inaugurated in July 2008, is a multi- 
purpose complex with a dedicated 
cruise quay of 360mtr in length, 
11mtr in depth and a commercial 
zone comprising restaurants 
terraces, press center, bank, travel 
agency, disco, rent-a-car, artisan gift 
shop, nautical store and pharmacy.

The Port of Cartagena is a 
compulsory reference for cruise 
vessels owed to its strategic 

position within the Mediterranean, 
in the southeastern coast of the 
country.
Since the inauguration of the Cruise 
Berth in 2001, with a 344 meter long 
quay, the terminal was undergone 
various changes, given the growth 
that the port has experienced in the 
last 20 years, as well as the larger 
size of the vessels.
In 2010 an expansion of the quay 
took place, providing it with 560 
meters, 12m depth in an area of 
4,500sqm. Development works also 
took place featuring rest and shade 
areas, Port Police and Civil Guard 
centers, information office and 
parking area for buses. The area of 
the terminal was increased by filling 
out a water area. In order to handle a 
greater number of shore excursions 
from different ships, the access to 

the Terminal was also improved, both 
for buses and passengers.
In the summer of 2016, partial 
embarkments took place onboard 
the Royal Princess, for which 
purpose, the Port Authority built 
a small terminal building with the 
necessary services: check-in desk, 
security scanner for passengers and 
baggage, passport control, offices 
for the Police, Civil Guard, Customs 
and Port Police as well as toilets.
The most recent enlargement 
took place in 2017, with a new 
enlargement providing the Terminal 
with a 709 meter long quay. 
These last works enable two 300 
meter ships to berth in Cartagena 
simultaneously.

In June 2018, Egypt was ranked the

Located at the western end and 
entrance to the Mediterranean,

The Port Authority of Gioia Tauro 
exercises its jurisdiction over 
ports Crotone and Corigliano 

Calabro. The port of Crotone (Port 
of Magna Greece) overlooks the 
central part of the Ionian coast of 
Calabria. It consists in two adjacent 
basins (Old Port and New Port) 
that are not connected with each 
other. The port settlement is deeply 
connected to the urban structure 
of the city where it development 
is particularly influenced by the 
former. As early as the eighth 
century BC – the year of foundation 
of Crotone – the Greek colonists 
established, through the centrality 
of the port trade exchanges with all 
the Hellinic peninsula. The port of 
Corigliano Calabro (Port of Northern 
Calabria) is located on the high 
Ionic of Calabria, at the center of 
the homonymous gulf, is part of 
the wider Gulf of Taranto. It serve 
industrial, commercial and touristic 

functions. This infrastructure is 
strategic, given the position that 
makes it attractive even to cruise 
ships and pleasure craft traffic. The 
terrain is characterised by thick 
woods of chestnuts, beeches, holm 
oaks and white firs plus olives and 
vine cultivations, centuries-old 
torrents and overhanging coastal 
cliffs covered by ferns, strawberry 
trees, myrtles, oleander and cactus 
pears.

The modern day history of our 
port begins in 1939, shortly 
after the city of Igoumenitsa 

was declared capital of Thesprotia 
Prefecture. The first regular ferry 
services were established here in the 
1950s’, linking Greece’s northwest 
mainland to Corfu and Paxoi islands.

The port of ancient Neapolis, as 
Kavala was named at the time, 
was founded by the Thassians 

in the end of the 7th century B.C. 
Paul the Apostle (Acts 16, the Bible) 
first set foot in Europe in the city of 
Kavala. During Byzantine times, but 
also in the 16th and 17th century, the 
port of Kavala had the administrative 
and tax control of the neighbouring 
mining area, and served as an export 
node for local products (wheat, 
cotton, wood, etc).
The 18th century was a period of 
special acme for the city and its port, 
when among other things also the 
first consular authorities of France 
and Venice were established.

The Port of Kotor is situated in the 
Boka Kotorska bay, a stunningly 
scenic bay in Montenegro at the 

foot of the hills Pestingrad and Vrmac. 
The Bay of Kotor, the southernmost and 
only fjord in the Mediterranean, has a 
wealth of cultural and historical heritage.
Lovcen, a mountain and national park in 
southwestern Montenegro rises from the 
borders of the Adriatic basin closing the 
long and twisting Bay of Kotor and offers 
fabulous views over the town of Kotor.
Passengers are docked directly on the 
harbour. From here, one can walk into 
the old town of Kotor, situated 100mtr 
away. The port has a new Montenegro 
Shorex Open Double Deck Bus. New 
modern terminal facilities opened in July.
A pilot project has been designed and 
proposed for berthing of new generation 
of cruise ships over 300mtr LOA with 
two mooring buoys 300 SWL (safe 
working load).

The old town has some of the most 
well preserved monuments of medieval 
architecture in the Mediterranean.

17th century), Drago Palace (with Gothic 
windows from the 15th century), Pima 
Palace (typical 16th century palace built 
in the Renaissance and Baroque styles),
Grgur Palace (an 18th century palace that 
houses the Maritime Museum),
Ancient City walls, stretching 4.5km 
long, 216mtr thick, and 20mtr high.

The Port Network Authority of 
the North Tyrrhenian Sea since 
2016 gathers the ports of Livorno, 

Piombino, Portoferraio, Rio Marina, Cavo 
and Capraia. While the last three are 
mainly ferries ports, Livorno, Piombino 
and Portoferraio are concerned also 
by cruise traffic (Livorno and Piombino 
being also commercial ports). The 
three-port infrastructure includes around 
10 quays dedicated to cruise traffic of 
approximately 5 km of total length of 
quays, connected to the rail and road 
network and served by two mayor 
international airports (Pisa and Firenze).
Livorno is the natural gateway to 
Tuscany, only 70 minutes far from Firenze 
and 20 from Pisa by car/bus/train. 
Porto di Livorno 2000 S.r.l. is the limited 
company concessionaire of piers and 
areas, managing the passenger ships 
(ferry & cruise) in the Port of Livorno. The 
Passenger Port is located in the heart of 
the Medicean Port, near the Old Fortress, 
a 16th century monument where cultural 
and artistic events happen and next to 
the old District “Venezia” with its system 
of canals and bridges, within walking 
distance of downtown. A second fully 
equipped terminal (at the Alto Fondale 
quay) can receive the megaships, while 

the luxury ships berth in the Medicean 
Port. The excellent connections through 
Pisa Airport make Livorno the ideal 
port for turnarounds. World famous 
vineyards in Bolgheri village, beaches, 
natural parks, Etruscan and Roman ruins 
represent interesting alternatives to 
classic Tuscany tours to the art cities of 
Pisa, Firenze, Lucca, etc.

THE PORTS OF THE STRAIT, where 
culture meets the sea.
The Ports of the Strait include 

the geographic area that brushes 
against Sicily’s ports of Messina, 
Milazzo and Calabria’s port of Reggio 
Calabria; this area is known as ‘Strait’, 
which is a strategic inlet that connects 
Eastern Mediterranean with Western 
Mediterranean. It has been the subject of 
legends and myths since ancient times.

The Hercules Port in Monaco, is 
a natural bay at the foot of the 
ancestral rock of the princes of 

Monaco. 
It is one of the few, if not the only 
deep-water port of the French 
Riviera.
It was used as a trading port by 
the Greeks and Romans but had 
the disadvantage of being poorly 
sheltered from the easterly winds. 
This prompted the erection of two 
piers in the early twentieth century 
which went some way to providing 
better protection.
More recently, at the instigation of 
HRH HSH Prince Rainier III, studies 
were conducted in the 1970s to 
better protect the stretch of water 
by placing, before the two existing 
piers, a new sea wall and a lee 
breakwater intended to provide the 
port with full protection, from the 
swells of the eastern sector.

Odessa is a large port and 
resort on the Black Sea coast, 
the industrial, scientific and 

cultural centre of Ukraine.
Odessa passenger terminal is ideally 
located in the centre of the city close 
to the most important tourist sights.

The silhouette of the city is 
characterised by the Gothic 
Renaissance Cathedral St. 

James, built in 1434 and lying just 
underneath the fortress walls of the 
old area of Sibenik. At the end of 
2000, the cathedral and the old city 
nucleus were designated UNESCO 
World Heritage sites. The cathedral 
and nearby renaissance town hall, 
other churches, palaces and the 
Prince’s Palace, presently housing 
the County Museum, make up a 
beautiful town square of Croatian 
urban heritage.
The city is lively with small streets 
leading to attractive squares where 
modern shops sit alongside the fine 
architecture of the old town. Only

Trabzon has sheltered numerous 
civilisations and has rich 
cultural, artistic and sporting 

offerings. A trade and transport 
centre, the city has preserved its 
unique position as the centre of the 
vicinity throughout history.
Located on the historical Silk 
Road, Trabzon is a natural beauty 
ornamented with unique charms, an 
open-air museum where throughout 
the centuries several civilisations 
left a lot behind. Trabzon is a city 
boasting a perfect harmony of 
greenness and blueness; with its 
high plateaus by the coast of the 
Black Sea, it will buckle you with its 
hospitable people whose hearts are 
filled with human love, friendship 
and fraternity.
Port of Trabzon was initially built by 
Pontus at the site of Moloz, however 
was rebuilt at the site of the existing 
Custom Office, by carving out the 
rocks between 117-119 BC. In the 

Ottoman period, a port and berth 
construction project was initiated by 
Regional Commander Hasan Pasha 
at the site of the old berth, with 
construction completed in 1903 by 
Governor Mazhar Pasha. During this 
period, the port was the five most 
important in the Ottoman Empire.
Construction of the new port started 
in 1946 and was completed in 1954. 
The port was under state ownership 
until November 2013, then privatised. 
Because of its Silk Road location, 
Trabzon became a melting pot of 
religions, languages and cultures for 
centuries, and a trade gateway to 
Iran in the East, Russia and Caucasus 
to the North. Venetians and Genoese 
visited Trabzon, selling silk, linen and 
woollen fabric. During the Ottoman 
period the city became a focal point 
for trade to Iran, India, Russia and 
Caucasus thanks to the importance 
of its port.

Sustainability, accessibility, security, 
proximity or digitalization are some 
of the terms that define the new 

passenger terminal of the Port of Valencia, 
facilities that will be a benchmark for 
cruise activity, as well as being considered 
the most important project for the 
coming years in the sector in Spain. The 
facilities are planned to be operating 
in 2023 and are in line with the Port 
Authority of Valencia’s strategic objective 
of sustainability and respect for the 
environment, a commitment assumed by 
the entire cruise sector.
The new passenger terminal of the 
Port of Valencia has been designed to 
ensure that 100% of the energy required 
is produced in the facilities themselves 
and is of renewable origin: photovoltaic, 
wind, renewable hydrogen or biofuel. The 
project for this infrastructure envisages 
that the maritime station will operate with 
zero polluting emissions and be committed 
to the circular economy, becoming a 
benchmark for the port of Valencia and 
its city and an example of sustainability 
for the rest of the world. Thus, the new 
terminal is committed to a significant 

reduction in noise -all berths must be 
equipped with a power supply network 
for docked ships-, and the recycling of 
100% of its waste in the biomethane plant 
to be built, which will be responsible 
for recycling waste from ships and the 
building itself to obtain biogas.
The new terminal will guarantee the 
independent operation of cruise ship 
passengers and regular line passengers. 
To this end, it will have at least four berths 
for ferries and cruise ships, at least one of 
them allowing the berthing of a cruise ship 
of 360 meters in length and another of at 
least 250 meters in length. A 215-meter 
central pontoon: with berths on both sides 
for ferries and a north pier and a south 
pier for cruise ships. All will be prepared 
to accommodate ro-ro and ro-pax vessels. 
The new infrastructure of the Port of 
Valencia for international passenger traffic 
will have two esplanades of about 15,000 
and 6,000 meters for pre-boarding from 
the south and west accesses respectively. 
The project includes an Innovation and 
Eco-efficiency Center and a space for 
cultural dynamization.
